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 TCSA MEMBERSHIP AND 
TRENDS

Membership counts received from Sue Verwest on June 
23rd are 2062 individuals who have either renewed their 
membership since January 1, 2010 or have joined the 
association since that time. That membership breaks down 
to 695 Adults, 686 Spouses, 553 Juniors, 33 Life Members, 
and 95 Seniors. Membership reported at the July 2009 (one 
year ago) General Membership Meeting was 1849 
Members, or 655 Adults, 561 Spouses, 516 Juniors, 25 Life 
Members and 92 Seniors. Note that there are more than 
200 more members at this time in 2010 than there were in 
2009; and the July monthly meeting is still more than two 
weeks off. 
  

   Observing these memberships trends it becomes 
apparent that major membership increases are coming in 
the Spousal, Junior and Life Membership categories. Note 
that in 2010 there are only nine fewer Spousal members 
than Adult members. It became obvious as memberships 
were being processed this spring that there was an 
unusually high number of Spousal memberships. Then it 
happened on June 16th this year; there were more actual 
Spousal Renewal and Application Forms than Adult forms. 
This means that more than twice as many members joined 
as spouses than Adults. The second interesting fact is that 
they include their kids on the memberships. Note also that 
there are eight more life members this year. Here it might 
be noted that Life Members are allowed to bring one guest 
with them to the range at no charge, AND Life Members, 
once range qualified, have the same access to TCSA 
Ranges as Range Officers. 
 

   It may be too early to draw conclusions, but it might be 
that things such as the Plinking Range and the First 
Shots Program are having an effect on TCSA Member-
ship. One of TCSAôs on-going goals is to make the ranges 
more family friendly; and it appears that it may be working.

CONDUCT ANOTHER 
SUCCESSFUL 

 FIRST SHOTS® PROGRAM

   Fifty-two TCSA Range Officers teamed together to 
make another highly successful First Shots® 
Program on Saturday, May 8

th
, 2010. Mike Peale was 

the main Shotgun Class Instructor and nine other 
Shotgun Range Officers served as coaches and mentors 
to those program participants as they conducted the 
shooting part of the shotgun program.  The program 
consisted of the hour and a half class session taught by 
Mike and the shooting part of the session that lasted 
about 45 minutes. 
 

   Rob Siefken served as lead instructor for the First 
Shots for Pistols class, and he was supported by 
instructors Dotty Rickards, TCSA President; Steve 
Rodriguez; Al Farabee and Joe Maday.  John Hill, 
Tom Pizzo and Mac Conserriere served as Range 
Officers in Charge of the three .22 rim fire pistol bays, 
and Mike Ensminger, assisted by Robbie Ensminger, 
was in charge of the center-fire pistol bay. Richard Hare 
served as the over-all program coordinator and Chief 
Range Officer, Bill Greger, was over-all coordinator of 
the pistol bays. ROôs John Hill and Ron Jorgensen 
helped haul  tables and get the classroom ready. 
 

   There were 31 more Range Officers who served as 
mentor-coaches (and good-will ambassadors) to the 
pistol shooter participants as they conducted the range 
shooting portion of the program. Pistol bays were set up 
to accommodate 10 shooters at a time, and an individual 
Range Officer Coach/Mentor was assigned to each 
shooter.  The Range Officers reviewed basic stance, 
grip, and sight-picture principles that had been covered 
in the class, and then gave instruction on loading and 

safe shooting of the .22 pistols. Most of the participants 
shot both .22 semi-autos and revolver pistols. 
Conversations with Range Officers at the end of the day 
revealed that they were extremely pleased with their role 
in the program 
 

   There were 96 individual who participated in the First 
Shots for Pistols Classes and 40 who participated in 
the First Shots for Shotgun Classes. The First Shots 
Classes were originally designed to introduce women to 
the fun of participating in shooting sports, but after the 
first session in May 2009, follow-up revealed that there 
were some mothers who wanted their sons to take the 
class with them, and some men with limited shooting 
experience who wanted to take the class, so men are 
now included. The classes still are mainly ñFirst ShotsÈ 
for Women,ò and will continue to be conducted so 
women are comfortable participating. 
 

   There were three pistol class session and two shotgun 
sessions. Classes were arranged so participants could 
take a 9:00 a.m. pistol class and then, hurrying just a 
little bit, could make it to the shotgun range in time to 
take the shotgun class. Or participants could take a   
9:00 a.m. shotgun class and then make it back easily for 
a 1:00 p.m. pistol class, and many of the program 
participants did take both programs. Most of the 
participants turned in a follow-up questionnaire at the 
end of the program and not one expressed 
dissatisfaction with the program. 
 

   One participant e-mailed back a few days after the 
classes, ñBoth my friend and I came away from our day 
excited from all the fun, but also greatly impressed by 
the program. It was well run.ò  Another wrote, ñ. . . the 
three women I brought to the First Shots Course on 
Saturday really enjoyed the experience. They all were 
impressed by the emphasis on safety and the fact each 
of them was assigned an individual shooting coach to 
give them one-on-one instruction.ò  One participant, 
when asked about her day stated, ñI learned a lot and 
had a really fun time.ò She then laughed for joy as she 
walked away.

SAFETY ASSOCIATION 

(HESA)

   As was reported last month in this column, HESA was 
awarded a $24,000.00 grant six months ago but has not 
been able to gain permission to start physical 
construction of the Hunter Education Range.  The grant 
is a 24 months grant.  Six months have already passed 
with only 18 months remaining until the funds are 
withdrawn.  It would be a shame if the HESA / TCSA 
team were to lose the $24,000.00 which is equivalent to 
800 membership years in dues.  At the June general 
TCSA meeting, TCSA President, Dotty Rickards and 
TCSA Vice President Ron Davidson, informed HESA 
that permission to start construction had not yet been 
approved by the Benton County Park Board.  Dotty and 
Ron encouraged HESA representation to attend the 
June meeting of the Benton County Park Board to hear 
the status of construction approval first hand.  Dan 
Martini and I did attend the June Benton County Park 
Board meeting.  The Park Board graciously allowed me 
to speak and express HESAôs concerns and frustrations. 
The Park Board is very supportive of the HESA effort to 
begin construction.  The Benton County employee (not a 
Park Board member,) Adam Fyall, did present some 
information indicating that approval may be forthcoming 
in the near future.  Mr. Fyall stated permission to start 
construction would not be given by Benton County until 
the TCSA property had been conveyed.  This was not 
good news but more or less the same story we have 
been getting for three years and six months.  Everyone 
on the Benton County Park Board and the TCSA board 
all seem very supportive but we cannot seem to get the 
county, federal (BLM) and state governments to feel the 
urgency and frustration. 
 

   At the June TCSA General Meeting, HESA requested 
permission from the TCSA Executive board to dig post 
holes to install a ñHunter Educationò sign at the range.  
This permission was denied to HESA and it was stated 
that no digging was allowed at the TCSA property until 
the property had been conveyed. 
 

   Growing future safe hunters (and shooters) is a great 
opportunity for and obligation of the shooting community.  
Our continued American hunting and shooting heritage 
depends upon our young folks becoming responsible, 
safe and voting shooters.  Please help our youth 
discover that hunting and shooting is just plain fun!

   On Saturday, July 10th from 10:00 a.m. - 1:00 p.m. a 
representative of Custom Protect Ear will be at the 
(Shotgun Area) of Rattlesnake Shooting Facility to 
demonstrate, answer questions and take ear molds for 
those who would like to order a pair of their custom fit 
ear plugs. What I know about the product, from the sales 
rep., and their website and I also know a couple of guys 
here in the Tri-Cities that use them, and they say that 
they are light, comfortable to wear, and do a good job of 
filtering out loud noise while still allowing you to have a 
conversation. 
 

   The technician will take a mold of your ear canal while 
they are here. The plugs will then be made in their lab 
from the mold taken of your ear and shipped to you.  I 
personally have been looking for a pair of inner ear plugs 
I can use for hunting and shooting and haven't wanted to 
pay the price for the electronic inner ear models. The 
group price quoted me is $110.00 per pair, which is a 
$40.00 savings form the single purchase price.  If you 
are interested in the plugs, you can review them on the 
Custom Protect Ear website at www.protectear.com. 

If these might 
interest you give me a call (Jeff Rampon at 308-6124) 
so I have an approximate head count and then plan on 
being at the Range on the 10th.
